Microscope Tissue Lab

Procedure:

You will observe prepared microscope slides on HIGH POWER of the different tissues we are discussing in class.  Please make sure you are observing the correct tissue for each section.  You will draw each slide on high power and label are parts for full credit.
Epithelial Tissue

1.  Simple Squamous Epithelium- Label 2 nuclei and cell membranes.  See if you can locate the flattened cells.
2.  Simple Cuboidal Epithelium- Label the 2 nuclei, cell membrane, basement membrane, lumen, and free surface area.

Connective Tissue
3.  Collagenous (Dense Regular)-  Label 3 fibroblasts and collagen fibers.

4.  Reticular -  Label reticular cells, matrix, and reticular fibers 

5.  Elastic Tissue – Locate and label matrix and elastic fibers.

6.  Adipose Tissue – Locate and label the nucleus and fat deposit.
Cartilage Connective Tissue
7.  Hyaline Cartilage – Locate and label the chondrocytes, lacunae, and the matrix

8.  Elastic Cartilage – Locate and label the chondrocytes, lacunae, elastic fibers, and matrix

9.  Fibrocartilage – Locate and label the chondrocytes, lacunae, collagen fibers.
10.  Bone – Locate and label osteocytes, Haversian canal, lamellae, and canaliculi.
